AND 4 FOR AN IN-KIND CONTRIBUTION OF $1,780,403 FOR THE 
PORTLAND-MILWAUKIE LIGHT RAIL PROJECT 

TO ENTER INTO AN

WHEREAS, the Port land City Council ("City Counci l") adop ted Resolut ion No. 36625 on July 17, 
2008, specify ing a new Locally Preferred Al ternat ive fo r the South Cor r idor Phase 11: Port land- M i lwauk ie 
Light Rail Project ("PMLR"); 

WHEREAS, City Counci l adop ted Ordinance No. 183554 on February 24, 2010 (the "Ord inance" ) , 
wh ich author ized an In te rgovernmenta l Grant Ag reemen t b e t w e e n the Por t land Bureau o f 
Transpor ta t ion ("PBOT") and T r i -Me t ropo l i t an Transpor ta t ion Distr ict o f Oregon ( "T r iMe t " ) fo r the City 
of Port land's (City's) f inancial con t r ibu t ions to fund the f inal design and cons t ruc t ion o f the PMLR and 
included a f inal fund ing plan t o mee t the City's $30,000,000 con t r i bu t i on ; 

WHEREAS, the f inal f und ing plan under the Ordinance inc luded a con t r i bu t i on by Port land 
Deve lopment Commission ("PDC") of $10,000,000 of t he City's share f r o m tax i nc remen t f inanc ing 
("TIF"); 

WHEREAS, t he PDC Board o f Commissioners ( "Board" ) adop ted Resolut ion No. 6791 and City 
Counci l adopted Ordinance No. 183833 on May 12, 2010, and M a y 26, 2010, respect ive ly , au thor iz ing an 
In te rgovernmenta l Agreement be tween PDC and PBOT for the c o m m i t m e n t o f $10,000,000 o f PDC TIF 
resources; 

WHEREAS, City Counci l adop ted Ordinance No. 184517 on Apr i l 13, 2011, wh i ch au thor ized a 
Revised and Restated In te rgovernmenta l Grant Agreement b e t w e e n PBOT and T r i M e t and author ized a 
f inal f und ing plan fo r an increased City $55,000,000 con t r i bu t ion , inc lud ing an in-k ind p roper ty 
con t r ibu t ion of por t ions o f PDC's RiverPlace Parcels 3 and 4; 

WHEREAS, the City, PDC, and T r iMe t have each proceeded on t he basis o f the fo rego ing 
commi tmen ts , inc luding by way o f var ious permi ts o f en t ry and t e m p o r a r y use by PDC to T r i M e t to a l low 
Tr iMet ' s star t o f PMLR cons t ruc t ion and related act iv i ty on and a long the PDC p roper t y under 
cons iderat ion; 

WHEREAS, t he appraised value o f certa in por t ions o f PDC-owned parcels as ident i f ied requ i red 
fo r the design and cons t ruc t ion o f PMLR has been ident i f ied as ONE MILLION SEVEN HUNDRED EIGHTY 
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THOUSAND FOUR HUNDRED THREE DOLLARS ($1,780,403) and is appl ied t o w a r d s t he City's $55,000,000 
fund ing ob l igat ion ou t l i ned in Exhibit A o f Ordinance No. 184517; and 

WHEREAS, PDC and T r i M e t now wish to fo rmal ly memor ia l ize the i r m u t u a l unders tandings and 
f inal ize the i r deal ings by the execut ion o f an In tergovernmenta l Ag reemen t ( "Ag reemen t " ) , wh ich 
includes the conveyance of t i t le to the af fected parcels on an as-is basis and preserv ing PDC r ights to 
acquire f loor area rat io en t i t l emen ts in the fu tu re if so desired. 

N O W , THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board author izes the Executive Di rec tor to enter 
in to an Agreemen t w i t h T r i M e t fo r the t ransfer of p roper ty on parcels 3 and 4, in the f o r m at tached 
hereto as Exhibit A; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, tha t the Executive Director may approve changes t o t he Agreement 

if such changes do not mater ia l ly increase PDC's obl igat ions or risks, as d e t e r m i n e d by t he Executive 

Di rector in consu l ta t ion w i t h PDC's General Counsel; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, tha t th is resolut ion shall become ef fec t ive immed ia te l y upon its 

adop t ion .

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN THE PORTLAND DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION AND TRI-

COUNTY METROPOLITAN TRANSFORATION DISTRICT OF OREGON FOR 
A CONTRIBUTION OF IN-KIND PROPERTY BY TRANSFER AND 

PERMITTED USE RELATING TO PORTIONS OF RIVERPLACE PARCELS 3 
AND 4 

This Contribution Agreement ("Agreement") is made and entered into as of the last date 
of signature indicated below ("Effective Date"), by and between the City of Portland 
("City") , acting by and through the Portland Development Commission ("PDC"), the 
duly designated urban renewal agency of the City, and Tri-County Metropolitan 
Transportation District of Oregon ("TriMet"), a mass transit district, with PDC and 
TriMet each deemed a Party and collectively referred to as the Parties. 

RECITALS 

TriMet and PDC are authorized to enter into this Agreement pursuant to the A 
provisions of ORS 190.010. 

TriMet is developing a light rail line commonly known as the Portland-MiIwaukie B 
Light Rail ( "PMLR") line. 

Among numerous actions by the City in furtherance of the development o f 
PMLR, a commitment was made in approximately May 2011 for PDC to make certain in-
kind contributions of property to TriMet for construction and operation of the project. 
The City/PDC-owned property it needed for the project has an appraised fair market 
value o f One Mi l l ion Seven Hundred Eighty Thousand Five Hundred Dollars 

C 

($1,780,500). 

The real property to be conveyed in fee to TriMet is more ful ly described on the 
attached Exhibit A as Parcels E-2, E-3 and G and depicted on the maps attached as 
Exhibit B, consisting of approximately 9,547 square feet in aggregate and being portions 
of PDC's South Waterfront Extension Lots 3 and 4 (collectively, the "Property").

TriMet and PDC share the goal of maximizing development in the areas served by 
the Project. Accordingly, the Parties agreed to provide PDC with a future right to obtain 
the Floor Area Ratio associated with the Property ("FAR") at fair market value, as 
provided below.

The Parties originally contemplated entering into an eighteen (18) month ground 
lease for Tr iMet 's construction-related use of PDC's land adjacent to the Property 
consisting of approximately 87,677 square feet and commonly known as a portion of

South Waterfront Extension Lot 3 (the "Temporary Use Land"), referred to as Parcel E- l 
on the legal description attached as Exhibit A and depicted on the map attached as 
Exhibit B. To facilitate access while the terms of the ground lease could be negotiated, 
the Parties entered into a short-term Permit of Entry on or about November 4, 2011, that 
was to be replaced by and upon execution of a ground lease agreement for its intended 
duration (the "POE"). No ground lease was ever executed. Instead, the Parties 
repeatedly extended the POE's duration until December 31, 2013, to allow time for this 
Agreement to be finalized and assure that TriMet's need for usage had ended. 

G Prior to the end of the originally contemplated eighteen (18) month period of use 
of the Temporary Use Land, TriMet determined it needed more time to complete its work 
and sought an extension of the POE for its construction activity. PDC was wi l l ing to 
allow such an extension, but was unwill ing to make a further contribution of the monthly 
rental value of the Temporary Use Land. Accordingly, the Parties agreed that TriMet 
would be allowed continued use of the Temporary Use Land from May 1, 2013, to and 
including July 31, 2013, but TriMet would be required to pay PDC the sum o f One 
Hundred Fifty-Three Thousand Five Hundred Twenty-Eight Dollars ($153,528) for that 
extended use. 

PDC and TriMet have each proceeded on the basis of the foregoing commitments 
and pursuant to the POE, as amended, allowing TriMet's PMLR construction and related 
activity on and along the PDC Property and Temporary Use Land and now wish to 
formally memorialize their mutual understandings and finalize their dealings by the 
conveyance of title to the affected parcels and payment for usage of the Temporary Use 
Land, as set forth below.

AGREEMENT PROVISIONS 

In consideration of the foregoing Recitals and the terms and conditions set 
forth below, the Parties agree as follows: 

Article 1 - TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP & USAGE RIGHTS 

Section 1.1 
Agreement, PDC agrees to donate to TriMet fee ownership of the Property via a bargain 
and sale deed in the form attached as Exhibit C ("Deed"), which Deed contains language 
expressly reserving to PDC a right of first offer to acquire the FAR from Tr iMet in the 
future as provided therein. The Parties agree the value of the conveyance as set forth in 
the Deed shall be deemed a contribution from PDC to TriMet. 

Contribution of Property Ownership. Promptly upon ful l execution of this 

Section 1.2 
to the Temporary Use Land for its PMLR construction-related activity as contemplated 
under the POE, as amended, for the period of November 4, 2011, to and including Apr i l 

Contribution of Temporary Use Land Value. Tr iMet was allowed access 
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30, 2013 at no cost. PDC donated the rental value of the Temporary Use Land to Tr iMet 
for those eighteen (18) months and the Parties agree the value of that usage shall be 
deemed a contribution from PDC to TriMet. 

Payment for Temporary Use Land. TriMet was allowed usage of the 
Temporary Use Land to complete its PMLR construction-related activity as contemplated 
under the POE, as amended, for the period of May 1, 2013, to and including July 31, 
2013. Not later than 14 business days after full execution of this Agreement, TriMet 
agrees to pay PDC the sum of One Hundred Fifty-Three Thousand Five Hundred

Twenty-Eight Dollars ($153,528) for that usage. 

Article 2 - VALUATIONS. 

Section 2.1 
issued his independent appraisal of the real estate transactions contemplated hereby dated 
August 19, 2012 ("Appraisal"). The Parties have had an opportunity to review the 
Appraisal and accept its conclusions as valid for the purposes of this Agreement. 

Gail R. Webb, an Oregon Certified General Appraiser, prepared and 

Conveyance Value. Based upon the Appraisal, the value of the Property 
to be conveyed as described in Section 1.1, above, is Eight Hundred Fifty-Nine Thousand 
Section 2.2 

Two Hundred Thirty Dollars ($859,230). 

Temporary Use Land Value. Based upon the Appraisal, the value of Section 2.3 
Tr iMet 's usage of the Temporary Use Land from November 4, 2011, to and including 
Apri l 30, 2013, as described in Section 1.2, above, is Nine Hundred Twenty-One 
Thousand One Hundred Seventy-Three Dollars ($921,173). 

Section 2.4 FAR Value. Inasmuch as no present transfer of the FAR is occurring 
and the Parties have agreed that any future transfer of FAR wi l l be at a fair market value 
or as then may otherwise be agreed between them, the Parties agree that PDC's retention 
of a right o f first offer for the FAR as set forth in the Deed shall be deemed to have no 
effect on the present value of the Property conveyed pursuant hereto. 

Total Contribution Value. Based upon the Appraisal, the combined value Section 2.5 
of PDC's conveyance of the Property to TriMet and PDC's donation of the Temporary 
Use Land to TriMet for eighteen (18) months is rounded to One Mi l l ion Seven Hundred 
Eighty Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,780,500), which the Parties agree shall be 
deemed to help fu l f i l l the City's original commitment to TriMet described in Recital C, 
above. 

CLOSING Article 3 

Section 3.1 Closing. For the purposes of this Agreement, "Closing" means the transfer 
of the Property to TriMet by PDC by recording of the Deed. 

Section 3.2 No Escrow. The Parties agree that the transactions contemplated by this 
Agreement shall be handled among themselves without the need to establish an escrow or

employ the services of an escrow agent. Notwithstanding the foregoing, either PDC or 
TriMet may utilize a third party closer to assist with the recording of the Deed, but the 
one employing such an individual shall be responsible for the costs thereof. 

Title and Due Diligence. The Parties have obtained whatever title reports Section 3.3 
or information concerning the condition of the Property they deemed necessary at their 
own costs and neither has made any representations or warranties to the other regarding 
the condition of title or the Property. As recited in the Deed, the Property is being 
conveyed AS IS, with all defects, i f any. 

Section 3.4 Title Insurance. PDC is not contributing any funds toward the purchase of 
title insurance. TriMet may choose to acquire title insurance at its own costs i f so desired. 

Section 3.5 Closing Date. Closing shall occur at a time mutually acceptable to the 
Parties, but no later than March 31, 2014. 

Article 4 PRORATIONS AND COSTS 

Section 4.1 Closing costs. The costs for recording the Deed shall be paid by TriMet. 
A l l other Closing costs, i f any, shall be allocated in accordance with the customary 
practice in Multnomah County. 

Section 4.2 Other Prorations and Costs. Each of the Parties shall each pay their own 
legal and professional fees of other consultants incurred by Tr iMet and PDC, 
respectively. 

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS Article 5 

Section 5.1 
Party to the other shall be deemed given and delivered on the earlier of actual delivery or 
refusal to accept delivery thereof i f sent by one of the fol lowing means wi th all applicable 
delivery and postage charges prepaid: (a) registered or certified U.S. mail, postage 
prepaid, return receipt requested; (b) personal delivery; or (c) i f simultaneously delivered 
by another means allowed hereunder, e-mail, with receipt of confirmation that such 
transmission has been received. 

Notices. Any notice or communication under this Agreement by either

time, designate in writ ing dispatched as provided in this section. Notices may be given 
by counsel to a Party. I f either Party's notice contact person or address changes, that 
Party shall provide the other Party with the updated contact information. 

Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of 
counterparts, all o f which together shall constitute one and the same instrument, and each 
of which shall be deemed to be an original. Each Party may rely upon the signature of any 
other Party on this Agreement that is transmitted by facsimile or other commonly utilized 
electronic imaging method as constituting the duly authorized, irrevocable, actual, current 
delivery of this Agreement that is deemed equivalent to an original ink signature of the 
transmitting Party. 

Section 5.2 

Waivers. No waiver made by either Party with respect to the performance. Section 5.3 
or manner or time thereof, of any obligation of the other Party or any condition inuring to 
its benefit under this Agreement shall be considered a waiver of any other rights of the 
Party making the waiver. No waiver by PDC or TriMet of any provision of this 
Agreement or any breach thereof shall be of any force or effect unless in writ ing and no 
such waiver shall be construed to be a continuing waiver. 

Governing Law, Venue, Consent to Jurisdiction. This Agreement shall be Section 5.4 
governed by Oregon law, without regard to principles of conflicts of law. Any action or 
suit to enforce or construe any provision of this Agreement by any Party must be brought 
in the Circuit Court of the State of Oregon for Multnomah County or, i f the action or suit 
must be brought in a federal forum, the United States District Court for the District of 
Oregon in Portland, Oregon. Each Party, by execution of this Agreement, hereby 
consents to the in personam jurisdiction of said courts. 

Section 5.5 Severability. I f any clause, sentence or any other portion of the terms and 
conditions of this Agreement becomes illegal, null or void for any reason, the remaining 
portions wi l l remain in ful l force and effect to the fullest extent permitted by law. 

Entire Agreement. This Agreement and its exhibits are the entire Section 5.6 
agreement between the Parties with regard to the subject matter hereof There is no other 
oral or written agreement between the Parties with regard to this subject matter. There 
are no oral or written representations or warranties made by either Party, implied or 
express, other than those contained in this Agreement. 

Section 5.7 Amendments and Modifications. Any modifications to this Agreement 
must be made in writ ing and executed by all Parties. 

Section 5.8 Successors and Assigns. The benefits conferred by this Agreement, and 
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the obligations assumed thereunder, shall inure to the benefit o f and bind the successors 
and permitted assigns of the Parties. 

Section 5.9 No Third-Party Beneficiary Rights. No person not a party to this 
Agreement is an intended beneficiary of this Agreement, and no person not a party to this 
Agreement shall have any right to enforce any term of this Agreement. 

Section 5.10 Incorporation. The exhibits attached to this Agreement are incorporated 
into and made a part of this Agreement.
