Advisory Committee (Resolution 6367);  
 
WHEREAS, business interests in the northern area of the urban renewal area have requested 

representation on the Interstate Corridor Urban Renewal Area; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Board finds that participation of the North Portland Business Association on the 
URAC will be beneficial to PDC. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the North Portland Business Association shall be 

appointed to the Interstate Corridor Urban Renewal Advisory Committee; 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the North Portland Business Association be designated as a 

Neighborhood Business Association Member of the Interstate Corridor Urban Renewal Advisory 
Committee; 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Jim Schaller is hereby appointed to the Interstate Corridor 

Urban Renewal Advisory Committee for a term beginning on February 11, 2009 and ending on June 
30, 2012 as a representative of the North Portland Business Association; and 
 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution shall become effective immediately upon its 
adoption.
